FRESH PICKED JERSEY PEACHES NOW READY FOR PRIME TIME 

 
Clayton NJ (July 15, 2011)  -- They're here!  Locally grown Jersey peaches and nectarines are at farmers 

markets, pick-your-own farms and grocery stores, now through mid/late September.  Through the efforts of 

New Jersey Peach Promotion Council, August has been declared "Jersey Fresh Peach Month," with Peach 

Parties are held across the state, at restaurants, farmers markets and grocery stores to salute the locally grown 

fruit, which has been cultivated in the Garden State since the 1600's.  (A detailed listing of events follows and a 

calendar of these events is available on the New Jersey Peach Promotion Council website, 

www.jerseypeaches.com and reminders are posted on facebook jersey peaches. 

 

Peach varieties include yellow, white, flat (doughnut).  No wonder they're celebrated -- what other food tastes 

sinfully delicious and is also nutritious?  A medium-size peach has only 35 calories, with 2.6 grams of fiber, 

333 mg of potassium, antioxidants Vitamins A & C and other important vitamins and minerals.

Each Peach Party is slightly different at each farmers market, developed by the market managers, often with 

local restaurants or bakeries preparing special peach dishes for tasting.  Various special activities might 

include peach baking/cooking competitions with prizes, peach samplings, contests and raffles.  Participating 

restaurants offer cooking demonstrations and tastings.  For kids, there are "Peach Quizzes," with prizes and 

other kids' activities, such as face painting, story telling (James and the Giant Peach is one story), coloring 

books and more.  Brochures and free recipe books cover nutrition, buying tips, handling and storing and 

recipes from New Jersey's finest restaurants.
